
ASSIGNMENT SUBMISSION INSTRUCTIONS - ICS 54

To submit Assignment #2 (and all future assignments), use the program

    /home/ics54/bin/submit

If you create your own bin directory (conventionally called ~/bin), you can create a symbolic link to it for yourself, using, of course,

    ln -s /home/ics54/bin/submit ~/bin

Then you should ensure that $HOME/bin is in your PATH, by editing one of either ~/.profile, ~/.login, or ~/.bashrc, depending on your shell configuration.  (Look in all those 3 files and find where the PATH is set, and then augment it with ~/bin if ~/bin is not already there.)

If you run the submit command without any arguments, it gives a USAGE statement similar to the following:

    ASSIGNMENT NOT SUBMITTED: must specify -N {assignment-number}

    USAGE: submit -N {number} [-f] file1 file2 ...


    number = assignment number


    -f = force over-write of existing submission

So, for example, to submit all your stuff for assignment 2, cd to the directory containing all your scripts for the assignment (on any openlab machine – it doesn’t have to be globalized-effort anymore), and type

    submit -N 2 cx nf lss whoson howmany valid prargs

You could also submit the documentation electronically in whatever format you want, although that's not necessary; the documentation MUST be handed in on paper, along with printouts of the scripts.  I prefer typed documents to hand-written ones.

I'll say it again in case it's not clear: the scripts themselves MUST be submitted BOTH electronically using the above script, AND submitted on paper in class. I will use the electronic versions for testing (and checking for cheating), and I will write useful feedback on the paper versions.
