How will robots be experiences in accessible, appropriate, and compelling manners?

Emphasizing physical aspectrs of communication

Relies on touch and voice for interaction and control

Intimate communication is generally rich, involving physical interaction and multiple senses – profoundly important for maintaining mental, emotional, and physical health

Gesture of hugging, a gesture that beg for hug

Scale of a pillow, velour and silk

Surface materials should additionally support interaction

inStink:

Input device: keeps track of which spices are being used and transmits the information to the remote kitchen

Output device: gently releases the scent of the spice being used

Goal: emotional and social interaction regardless of physical presence
